He is the only way to 
heaven. Have you trusted 
in Jesus as your personal 
savior yet? If you have, 

then pray for someone who 
hasn’t received Him yet.

Jesus is the True Vine, and 
we are the branches. If we 
don’t stay close to Jesus,

live. Today, do something 

to draw closer to Jesus. 
Listen to worship music, 
pray…stay near to Him.

wound on your heart. Ask 
Jesus to come and heal

When you are sad, 
Jesus can take that weight 
off of your heart and give 

you new joy. Is there 
anything weighing you 

down today that you need 
to give to Him?

Jesus is the Baptizer in the Holy 
Spirit! Do you ever feel “dry” in 

your relationship with God? 
Jesus wants to fill you up! 

Spend time with some worship 
music on in your room today 
and ask Him to baptize you in 

the Holy Spirit—like He 
promised He would do!

separate you and God and 

makes a way for you to have 
a relationship with your 

heavenly Father. Thank Jesus 
for being that for you today!
